General Information

The Boise Law School Fair will be held in the Boise State University, Student Union Building
(SUB), Jordan ABC Ballroom on Thursday, October 29, 2026 from 11:00 a.m. - 1:00 p.m. The
Jordan ABC Ballroom is on the 2nd floor of the SUB. Maps of the BSU campus and the Student
Union Building are provided at the end of this site packet.

Boise State University is less than 10 minutes from the airport, which is served by several major
airlines.

The university is located downtown, between Broadway Avenue and Capitol Boulevard, near
Interstate 84. The exits closest to campus are Broadway (exit #54) and Vista (exit #53).

Driving Directions

If you exit on Broadway you will continue to University Drive. (You will see the stadium on the
corner, approx. 10 minute drive. See attached map.) Take a left on University Drive and
follow it to Lincoln Ave (the SUB will be on your right and the parking garage on your left).
Take a left on Lincoln Ave and turn left into the parking garage.

If you are coming from Vista (if you rent a car at the airport you will already be on Vista as
you leave the airport) then you will follow Vista until it turns into Capitol Blvd just past the
old train depot. Stay in the far right lane. You will then take a right on University Drive and
follow it until you see the SUB on your left and Lincoln Parking Garage in front of you and
slightly to the left. (Approx. 10 minutes. See attached map.)

The Jordan ABC Ballroom will be open at 10:00 a.m. for you to begin setting up your table.
Coffee, tea, and light snacks will be available.

Parking - 1607 W University Drive - Lincoln Parking Garage

Parking will be in the Lincoln Parking Garage, directly across from the Student Union Building.
A free parking code will be shared with your law school’s registered representative a few days
ahead of the event.

The Boise State Bronco Shuttle Orange Line offers a carless alternative between downtown and
campus. It stops near several downtown hotels and right next to the SUB.

Lodging and Restaurants

There are numerous hotels close to campus. Most are within walking or delivery distance of
Boise’s restaurants and coffee shops. Downtown Boise is compact and pedestrian-friendly,
with many restaurants along the Eighth Street Promenade.

Food on Campus

We will have coffee, tea, and water in a private dining area at the back of the ballroom
beginning at 10:00 a.m. We will provide lunch in the same dining area after the fair
(beginning at approximately 12:00 p.m.) Please let us know at least two weeks in
advance if you have any dietary restrictions.

If you would like additional food or caffeine, Starbucks, Chick-fil-A, Tree City Juice & Smoothie
Cafe and other dining options are on the first floor of the SUB, along with a small bowling alley.

Luggage

There is ample space to store your luggage in the private dining area at the back of the
ballroom during the fair; however, please note there is not a security guard on-site and
Boise State university is not responsible for lost or stolen bags.

Restrooms
Restrooms are to the left as you exit the Jordan Ballroom.

Boise State Bookstore
The bookstore is located on the first floor of the SUB if you need any miscellaneous supplies.

Blue Turf
Boise State’s famous Blue Turf is a five minute walk from the Student Union Building, where

the fair will be held. You can take selfies at ground level next to “The Blue” from the patio at
the Allen Noble Hall of Fame in Albertsons Stadium, usually open Mon-Fri 10am - 4:30 pm.
Ask Google to find directions to “Allen Noble Hall of Fame.” Go Broncos!

Boise River Greenbelt
The Boise River Greenbelt is a lovely place for a relaxing walk. It is easily accessible from
campus and from downtown.
